1. Policy Aims

 Provide first aid as required; 

 Immediately call for assistance or 111 for an emergency where concern for the 
medical state of a child or adult watching is concerned

The committee selects and designates training to safe venues across the broader Wellington 
Region.  Coaches will remain on the designated training site unless permission has been 
sought from parents and the committee to train in alternative venues.
